Sample Lesson Plan - Jazz Parade 

Summary of lesson - Students will be introduced to THUMP, THUMP, Rat-a-Tat-Tat by Gene Baer. They will explore the concept of parades. They will be introduced to Dixieland jazz music. They will have the fun of participating in a parade themselves as they "act out" the Gene Baer book. 

Objectives:


Students will listen to, analyze and describe music.


Students will gain experience performing alone and with others.


Students will learn to keep a beat.


Students will practice lining up and following each other.


Students will listen to, analyze and describe THUMP, THUMP, Rat-a-Tat-Tat by Gene Baer.


Students will understand relationships between music, the arts, and disciplines outside the arts.


Students will understand music in relation to history and culture.


Students will understand relationships between music and large motor skills.


Students will practice following directions.

Materials: 


Recorded music : When the Saints go Marching In (or any similar piece of your choice)


THUMP, THUMP, Rat-a-Tat-Tat by Gene Baer.

Procedure:  


Read book to class


Discuss parades that children have seen in person or on TV.


Introduce Dixieland, a style of jazz music from New Orleans. It is the earliest recorded style of Jazz music. It combines brass band marches, ragtime and blues. 


Discuss Dixieland band music in parades and how it makes you want to march. 


Discuss what you hear - loud and soft, beat, instruments.


Explain that you will now recreate the parade in your classroom.


Put on music and practice marching in place.


Form a line and march around the room acting out book. Pretend you are playing an instrument and waving at people.

Assessment: Teacher assessment of students' active participation in all activities through observation.


Teacher assessment of students' understanding of materials through analyzing their discussion. 


Teacher assessment of students' ability to keep a steady beat through observation.

  Extensions and Adaptations:


Read other books about parades


Read other books about Dixieland jazz


Read other books about New Orleans


Use instruments when you march - drums, shakers


Improvise movements as you march

Reread book using recorded parade music.  Start out with the volume low and increase as parade passes by then reduce volume again as the parade leaves.
